Skimmer Scams
Scammers are creative, you have to give them that. 
They constantly invent new ways to separate us from 
our money. One recent story making the rounds online 
involves a task we all do regularly: pumping gas.

According to the rumor, a thief inserts a tiny screw 
into the nozzle cradle on a gas pump. When you 
finish fueling and return the nozzle, it supposedly 
doesn’t fully disengage, leaving the transaction open. 

After you drive away, the scammer can continue 
pumping gas into another vehicle—on your dime.

The good news? This particular scam appears to be 
a hoax. That said, there are plenty of real scams to 
watch for whenever you use a credit card.

Credit card skimmers: These devices can be attached 
to payment terminals to steal card information and 
PIN numbers. Learn the warning signs and inspect 
card readers before using them.

Helpful strangers: If someone approaches after 
you've finished pumping gas and offers to replace the 
nozzle for you, decline. A scammer may try to keep the 
transaction active and add fuel purchases to your bill.

Self-checkout stations: Before scanning your 
items, make sure the screen is clear and no previous 
transaction remains open.

Stay alert! A little awareness goes a long way to 
protecting your wallet.
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We first noticed Jason

Tank's Green Stuff converts tree 
trimmings, yard waste and other green materials into compost, mulch and soil 
amendments to be used by homeowners, landscapers and growers. Artificial 
Grass Recyclers focuses on reclaiming and recycling artificial turf materials.
Construction waste is another growing focus. Olgin Efune Recycling Company 
works to recover materials from construction and demolition sites, including 
wood, metal, concrete and drywall, helping keep tons of debris out of Arizona 
landfills each year.
Even old tires can become useful again. Tire recycling operations throughout 
the state process worn-out tires into crumb rubber used in athletic surfaces, 
playgrounds and road construction materials.
These efforts demonstrate that yesterday's waste can become tomorrow's 
resource. By finding new uses for discarded materials, companies are 
conserving natural resources, reducing landfill waste and creating a more 
sustainable future for everyone.
